Mosaic 

responds to its clients’ many needs with 

a wide range of programs.    

Behavioral Health Clinics provide 

psychiatric assessments and counseling 

for children, youth and adults.  

Vocational Career Centers help clients 

identify their skills and interests, and 

help connect them with employment 

opportunities.

Psychiatric Rehabilitation Programs 

educate clients about their illness, their 

medications, and their need to live 

healthy lifestyles.  They also provide 

opportunities for clients to participate 

in fitness, art and 

recreational activities.

Residential Programs 

offer a wide range of 

supported housing 

opportunities for Mosaic 

clients. The majority of 

Mosaic clients live in 

houses and apartments 

located throughout 

Central Maryland.  Group 

homes are reserved for youth and for 

clients in crisis.

Crisis Residential Programs serve adults 

leaving psychiatric hospitalization, or 

offer an alternative to hospitalization.  

Adult Medical Day Care assists adults 

who are experiencing both mental health 

and physical health issues.

Elder Options serves individuals, ages 

50 and older, who need additional 

support services to continue to live in the 

community.

A Dual Diagnosis program serves 

individuals who have both mental health 

and substance abuse concerns.

Child & Adolescent Psychiatric 

Rehabilitation Programs provide in-

home services to children and youth with 

emotional challenges.

A Transitional Age Youth program 

provides counseling, housing, vocational 

services and case management for 17 to 

21-year-old youth. 

Adolescent Therapeutic Group Homes 

serve youth with emotional problems who 

need the structure of residential care.
